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Ellen Hahn, PhD, RN, is a professor in the College of Nursing and College of Public Health at UK. She also is a faculty associate at the UK Prevention Research Center, an associate at the UK Center for Health Services Management and Research and a faculty member of the UK Markey Cancer Center. Dr. Hahn is the program evaluator for the Kentucky Tobacco Use Prevention and Cessation Program funded by the Centers for Disease Control.  Hahn and colleagues have studied Kentucky legislators’ views on tobacco, the fit between public opinion and legislators’ views on tobacco, regional differences in legislators' views on tobacco policy, and predictors of voting on tobacco control legislation in Kentucky. She directs the Kentucky Center for Smoke-Free Policy, created in 2004 with funding from the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation. The Center continues to receive funding from other agencies, including Foundation for a Healthy Kentucky and the Humana Foundation. In recognition of her leadership in the area of smoking policy research, she was awarded the 2004 John D. Slade, M.D., Memorial Advocacy Award from the Alcohol, Tobacco, and Other Drugs section of the American Public Health Association. Dr. Hahn received her Master of Arts in Health Education from The Ohio State University and a Master of Science in community health nursing from Indiana University. In 1992, she completed a doctorate in health policy/health of the community with a minor in substance abuse and the family at Indiana University School of Nursing.
