Terry R. Reid, MSW, received his Master’s of Social Work from the University of Washington in 1974. He joined the Washington State Department of Health as manager the Tobacco Prevention and Control Program in March 2001 and in 2010 he assumed leadership of the Chronic Disease Prevention Unit. To these positions, he brought nearly 20 years of experience in state and local public health program and policy development.  With his leadership, Washington State has reduced adult smoking by 30% and youth smoking by nearly 50%. Before joining the Tobacco Prevention and Control Program, he worked with the Department of Health in developing the Public Health Improvement Plan.  From1979 to 1994, he managed and developed substance abuse and HIV/AIDS programs for the Tacoma-Pierce County Health Department. During that period he played a key role in implementing and attaining funding for Tacoma’s needle exchange program, which was the first publically funded program in the nation.
