Duties and Responsibilities

· Act as the policy analyst for the tobacco control program.  Duties include:  providing training and technical assistance on environmental and policy change efforts including community mapping, community organizing, all aspects of policy issues as needed.

· Develop and analyze all tobacco-related legislative initiatives and analyze all tobacco-related legislation

· Collaborate with the Department of Mental Health Retardation and Hospitals, the Division of Environmental Health, Division of Business Regulation and community-based agencies to enforce tobacco-related statutes

· Provide program and fiscal oversight of tobacco control contracts 

· Provide and regularly update website content related to policy and environmental issues 

· Effectively liaison with various local and state partners and systems so as to strengthen and maintain the tobacco control network statewide and advance the goal of reducing tobacco-related health impacts.

· Plan and implement opportunistic and planned advocacy events 

· Write reports on program activities for internal and external use and proposals for federal and private grants and contracts

· Collaborate with all programs in the Department of Health to provide education, guidance, and technical assistance in their programmatic planning and activities related to tobacco control related to environmental and policy change initiatives

· Presents program information and activities on a local, state and national level.
