Pilot Project: E-Cigarette Compliance Checks in Davis, Weber-Morgan, and Utah County LHDs (2014)

· E-cigarette compliance checks are expected to follow the protocol for tobacco compliance checks established by the Utah Department of Health and Local Health Departments.

Time frame:
· First quarter of  2014 (July 1, 2014 – Sept 30, 2014)
Outlets included in the pilot study:

· All tobacco outlets on the compliance check lists except:
· Outlets that need to be re-checked for tobacco due to prior sales
· Outlets that need to be checked for SYNAR since they were not included in the FY13 second quarter census 
Other requirements:

· Outlets will be randomly assigned to flavor cartridge or TI product (such as Blu, Vuse); if assigned product is not available, youth will attempt to buy any available e-cigarette product. 

· Outlets included in the e-cigarette pilot study will not be checked for tobacco products (even if they do not carry e-cigarettes).

· Youth needs to be trained in understanding e-cigarettes (including mechanism, use of cartridges, varying nicotine content of cartridges, flavor options, etc.)

· Youth needs to be comfortable with the assignment of buying e-cigarettes and refusing sampling if offered
· LHDs that participate in the e-cigarette pilot study will need to submit two log sheets; one for the e-cigarette study and one for outlets that are checked for cigarettes (re-checks following sales; SYNAR checks)

· The log sheets used for the pilot study will be separate from the cc log sheets and include a few observational items such as:
· Number of exterior e-cigarette advertisements

· Number of interior e-cigarette advertisements

· Age of sale signs for e-cigarettes

· Sign that informs customers about age restrictions for entering the store

· Checked ID at the store

· Does the store offer sampling in general/ to the youth buyer

· Is anybody vaping in the store

· The log sheets will be provided by the TPCP (TrackVia will be used if available)

Other:

· Since the main purpose of the study is to assess the sales rate for electronic cigarettes and since the outlets included in the study are limited geographically, it is recommended to not issue citations for violations until training and a statewide protocol for e-cigarette compliance checks has been established. Issuing citations during the study period may impact the sales rates in the participating districts and harm the relationship with the outlets.
